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Putnam County Wind Speed Lines Description 
 
Putnam County hereby establishes a wind speed contour 
line which shall separate the 110 mile per hour (mph) 
wind zone from the 120 mph wind zone being more 
particularly described as follows:  
 
Beginning at the intersection of the Clay/Putnam 
boundary line and the centerline  right of way (R.O.W) of 
U.S. Highway 17; thence southerly along said R.O.W to 
the intersection with the centerline of Rice Creek; thence 
easterly along the meandering centerline of said Rice 
Creek to the intersection with the centerline of the St. 
Johns River; thence southerly along said river to the 
intersection with the centerline of Dunn’s Creek; thence 
southeasterly along said creek and the centerline of 
Crescent Lake to the southeastern most boundary of 
Putnam County, Florida establishing all  properties east of 
such contour line to be rated in the 120 mph wind  
zone and all properties west to be rated in the 110 mph 
wind zone.
